On the Documentation at UT Capitole page, 
select Archipel

Search using the full name of the journal.  
Be careful !  

Don’t use the title of the article !

You can refine your research by clicking on 
“periodicals” in the left-hand column.

If the journal is accessible online, click on the Online access link If the journal is available in library, 
click on the link to the printed journal.

Click on the link to the suggested database and 
search the title of the article there.

Note which library it’s in and the shelf mark of the journal, 
go to the library to find the article in the journal.

Check “collection status” to see if the date 
you’re interested in is in the library.

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From the list of results

Check the availability date of the online journal. The number 
after n° is the DATE (and not the issue number!)
